There are many resveratrol supplements in the marketplace in pills and beverages
but ResVez is the first to produce a food bar. The bars have been presented to
Academy Award and Emmy Award winners, nominees and presenters. The bar itself
won a New Product Bronze Award at the San Francisco International Chocolate
Salon and has been selected two years running as the Official Gourmet Nutrition Bar
of the Tasty Awards.
